Charging and Remissions Policy

Under legislation, schools may not charge for any activities that take place during the school day, excluding lunchtime and after school activities.  In light of this, Governors have adopted the following policy:
Curriculum and Courses
No charges will be made for books, materials, equipment or incidental transport for national Curriculum or statutory Religious Education courses, or for courses in preparation for public examinations for any other courses taught at this school.  Where parents have indicated in advance their wish to purchase their child’s lesson products, only the cost of the materials or ingredients will be charged.

Enrichment and Enhancement Activities
Voluntary contributions from parents will be requested for school activities (in or out of school time) for which a compulsory charge cannot be made.  Such activities will only be provided if there are sufficient voluntary contributions made to ensure the activity goes ahead.  No pupil will be excluded from such an activity because of an inability or unwillingness to make a voluntary contribution.

A charge will be levied to cover the cost of board, lodgings, transport, insurance and additional staffing costs for residential visits taking place largely within school time.  Pupils may be entitled to statutory remission of these charges.

The Headteacher will decide, using the guidelines of this policy, whether a particular activity is chargeable or not, and if the activity is chargeable, at what level voluntary contributions must be for the activity to go ahead.

Music Tuition

The LA sets charges for the cost of music tuition delivered by the Performing Arts Service.  This charge will be passed on to the parents/carers of children receiving music tuition.  Full or partial support for costs of the tuition may be offered, where a genuine need can be demonstrated, at the discretion of the Governors.

Public Examinations

No charges will be made for public examination entry at the time when the school normally makes entries.  The full cost of additional late entry fees will be charged to parents.  Parents will also be charged for the entry fees involved if their child is absent from the examination without reasonable cause, as defined by the Examination Boards.  The cost of remarking examinations will be met by the school if the school initiates the request.  Where a parental request is received for a re-sit of the examination, the full cost will be passed on to parents/carers.

Damage to School Property

Parents will be charged for damage to school property or for the loss of it, if caused negligently or wilfully by their child.

The Governors’ Finance Committee, together with the Headteacher, will consider any individual cases which arise from the implementation of this policy
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
